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What a blessing to be involved with nine  
churches from Mid-Missouri  

working on building a church in  
Lincoln, North Dakota!  

 
 
 Our groups consisted of skilled and unskilled laborers, actually more unskilled than skilled.  The Lord 
has a way of using the least of us in his work, there was a job for each and every member of the team. When 
volunteers started arriving on Saturday, July 19th we were briefed about the week ahead duties and projects 
we were to perform.  A roof was needed on a church in Carson, ND that was an added to our original list.  The 
pitch was about a 45 degree angle and was extremely dangerous to work on but we had several men who vol-
unteered to help out.  This church was built in the 1890’b but the interior was fast deteriorating because of the 
leaky roof.  This job was completed in 3 days and those volunteers joined back with the group working at Lin-
coln, insulating the walls, putting up dry wall and mudding the seams.  Others built steps to the second story 
loft where 2 class rooms were being created.  The Lincoln church was basically a shell of a structure when we 
arrived and after our week’s work we accomplished so much But there is so much more needed.  A Bible 
School was held Tuesday through Friday and was put on by a team from Akron, Ohio. 
 
In the midst of our efforts at the Lincoln Church a call came down that Luke Bell, soon to be the Church 
Strengthener at Lincoln, needed help moving from Bismarck area to Lincoln.  Several volunteers stopped and 
helped in that task. 
 
During the mission trip you will develop so many new friendships and lasting memories with fellow  
Christians.  There is always an air of light hearted fun and jokes being played while working so hard.  Our 
meals were prepared and brought to the job site each noon with cold drinks and sometimes a surprise of ice 
cream.  At supper time we would travel back to Capital Heights Baptist Church and all eat our evening meal 
together, sharing and bragging about how much we accomplished and how tired we were.  Several evenings 
after supper we had the opportunity to drive around the Bismarck area and site see.  The Missouri River there 
was so much different than the Missouri that flows here.  It is much shallower and cleaner looking.  The sun 
doesn’t set in Bismarck/Mandan area until about 10:00 p.m., as it is on the far most western part of the central 
time zone. 
 
On our last afternoon we took a break to visit the Fort Abraham Lincoln Military Site and Mandan Indian  
Village.  This was the military outpost from which General Armstrong Custer lead his men to the “Little Big 
Horn” in Montana.  We toured the home in which he and Mrs. Custer made their home for three years.  The 
reconstructed Mandan Indian Village was very interesting and we all agreed those folks were very hardy to be 
able to survive the long and harsh North Dakota Winters. 
 
If you haven’t ever gone on a Mission Trip, you are missing a real blessing.  The theme is to go and help 
someone else, but the surprise is what it does for you and your life.
